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The Conservative Approach of P. F. Drucker:
The Legacy of E. Burke and the Vision for Industrial

Society

The aim of this article is to explore the basic concepts among Drucker's formative works,
focusing on the common features of "the Burkian approach.” Drucker has earned distinction in
each professional roles, but his basic points of view are shown as his analyses of "industrial soci-
ety" through aspects of conservatism. He found Edmund Burke's modern conservatism as a topic
of investigation because he thought that a few elements of Burke's political philosophy in
Reflections on the Revolution in France provided a sensible alternative to Nazism's reactionary
nationalism. He viewed European societies through conservative approach as organic interactions
between continuity and change, which provide the modern societies stability and challenging
opportunities. Drucker's three major works echoed both the malaise of Western civilization and
the failings of modern industrialism. It troubled him that the developed nations had not created
a genuine legitimacy for functioning society. By Burke's disciplines, he obtained his unique
views on essential requirements for civilization and functioning society, and which have been

the critical factors for invention of management after World WarIl.
